Instructions for students

It is mandatory for all the eligible degree recipients to confirm online (Through
AMS Portal of IARI) whether they will receive their degree In person or In
absentia. The option confirmed must be adhered to.

All the degree recipients opting for in person must inform the Professors of their
respective discipline, a word of confirmation by March 12, 2025. Professors must
send the final consolidated list of degree receiving students (in person) to the
Chairman Seating and Auditorium Committee and the Associate Dean by March
13, 2025. No further request will be entertained.

The last date to confirm online (Through AMS Portal of IARI) whether
students will receive their degree In person or In absentia is 12/03/2025.

It is mandatory for degree receiving candidates, who would opt for degree in
person on March 22, 2025 to report at the Full Dress Rehearsal on March 21,
2025 at 14.00 hrs personally, failing which he/she shall not be admitted to the
Convocation function on March 22, 2025.

Each candidate taking degree in person has to-appear in the prescribed costumes.
The Khadi Jackets/Angvastra will be delivered to the candidates in person from
March 17-21, 2025 from 10 AM to 5 PM in the Committee/Conference hall of
the Division of Vegetable Sciences by cash payment.

Each candidate must report in Auditorium on March 22, 2025 between 8:00-8:30
AM. At 8:30 AM, final attendance call will be taken by the seating co-ordinator.
After 8:30 AM, no request for entry will be entertained.

Khadi Jackets and Angvastra will be available on hiring basis. Degree
Recipients are required to deposit Rs. 1500/- Cash in advance for hiring of
Khadi Jackets and Angvastra. However, Rs.1100/- will be refunded on return
of Khadi Jackets and Angvastra immediately after the Convocation. To
deposit money in cash and for other details, Dr. Harshawardhan Choudhary,
Principal Scientist, Div. of Vegetable Science, Chairperson, Convocation
Dress Committee may be contacted: Email: harshahit2001@yahoo.co.in.
